He questioned. How do they perform in school? Why do they leotirer to
come to school. Itis his job to provide the encouragement fotkese kids
coming back to learn. He recalled some of the prejudiasexisted when
he was a kid. For instance he was the fastest thiytsganold speed skater in
Minneapolis but wasn't allowed to compete in the statdgin&/hen he en-
tered into professional football there were no black quzatks.

He said that people want to help kids, pointing to our okganization as
an example. The kids have to be taught to ask for hékpfact that some-
one encouraged him and told him he was good at athletics chhisgehole
life.

He mentioned those who give someone a second chance. Qreef
roes is Jerry Tarkanian, whose basketball team was madé tinose re-
jected by others. The kids need good role models and lopkdple like
ourselves to be that role model.
